District, and City of Lockport for Reimbursement of Costs of the 2022
Resurfacing Farrell Rd., Portion Within the Road Districts' Jurisdiction

Date: Wednesday, May 4, 2022

BACKGROUND/HISTORY

At the April 6, 2022 Council Meeting, City Council awarded P.T. Ferro Construction Co. the 2022
Farrell Road Resurfacing Project. Included in the award was a base bid as well as an alternate
bid. The alternate bid was composed of 2 sections of Farrell Rd that were both Lockport
Township and Homer Township jurisdiction (West half Lockport Township Road District, East
half Homer Township Road District).

Homer Township Highway Commissioner and Lockport Township Highway Commissioner have
agreed to use the City’s alternate bid pricing to complete the Township jurisdiction of Farrell
Road between Highland Ave and Saddlewood Dr. This section of Farrell Rd is estimated to cost
$350,000.00 and will be split between both Townships, as the divider is the centerline of Farrell
Rd. Both Lockport and Homer Townships determined the other section of Farrell Rd located in
Township jurisdiction South of Bruce Rd will not be completed this year.

Per the attached IGA, the City will pay the upfront costs to P.T. Ferro Construction Co. at the
time of completion of construction, as approved at the prior City Council meeting. The Township
Road Districts will then reimburse the City for those costs with up to 3 payments made payable
before December 31, 2022.

PROS/CONS/ALTERNATIVES

Farrell Road is a major artery through the City. By working with both Townships, Farrell Road
will be consistent from Bruce Road north to 151st Street following the completion of this
project.

Consistent roadway material and maintenance provides the safest travel for motorists.

The Township Road Districts and City receive the most optimal price for the project scope.




RECOMMENDATION

Approve Resolution No. 22-042 authorizing the approval of an IGA between Lockport Township
Road District, Homer Township Road District, and City of Lockport for the reimbursement to the
City for the construction costs associated with resurfacing portion of Farrell Rd. within the
jurisdictional control of the road districts.

RESOLUTION NO. 22-042

A RESOLUTION FOR APPROVAL OF AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN LOCKPORT TOWNSHIP ROAD DISTRICT, HOMER TOWNSHIP ROAD
DISTRICT, AND CITY OF LOCKPORT
FOR REIMBURSEMENT OF THE RESURFACING COST OF THE PORTION OF
FARRELL ROAD WITHIN THE TOWNSHIP ROAD DISTRICTS

WHEREAS, the City of Lockport through its corporate authorities has determined the need
for resurfacing of Farrell Road, Lockport, Illinois, between Bruce Road and 151* as part of the City’s
2022 Resurfacing Program; and

WHEREAS, a portion of Farrell Rd. between Highland Ave. and Saddlewood Dr. is under
the jurisdiction of both Homer Township Road District and Lockport Township Road District; and

WHEREAS, the cost of the work to resurface this portion of Farrell between Highland Ave.
and Saddlewood Dr. should be the responsibility of the two Township Road Districts with the
jurisdictional control over that portion of Farrell Rd. and not be borne by the City; and

WHEREAS, the Township Road Districts have agreed to and accept the alternate bid unit
pricing submitted by P. T. Ferro Construction Co., the Contractor awarded the project by the City on
April 6, 2022 to complete the Farrell Rd. resurfacing project including the portion that is within the
two Township Road Districts’ jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost for said portion of Farrell Rd. within the Township Roadway
Districts’ jurisdiction has been determined to be $350,000.00; and

WHEREAS, the City has agreed to pay the actual construction costs for said portion of
Farrell Rd to P.T. Ferro Construction Co. upon the completion of the resurfacing project with the
agreement that the Township Roadway Districts will reimburse the City of that construction costs;
and

WHEREAS, the Township Road Districts shall reimburse the City by remitting and paying
the City $350,000, with each Township Road District bearing 50% of said total costs; and

WHEREAS, the Parties agree that such payment due and owing to the City may be made to
the City by each of the two Township Road Districts through the installment of three payments, but
the total amount owed to the City shall not to exceed $175,000 or the half of the actual cost of the
resurfacing of the portion of Farrell Road, whichever amount is less; and

WHEREAS, the final installment payment from each of the two Township Road Districts to
the City shall be made on or before December 31, 2022; and

OF THE CITY OF LOCKPORT, WILL COUNTY, ILLINOIS THAT:

Section 1: Authorize the Mayor and City Clerk and/or City Administrator to execute the
Intergovernmental Agreement between Lockport Township Road District, Homer Township Road
District, and City of Lockport and any and all necessary documents pertaining to the above described
work.

Section 2: This Resolution shall become effective upon passage and approval as provided by

law.

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AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN LOCKPORT TOWNSHIP ROAD
DISTRICT, HOMER TOWNSHIP ROAD DISTRICT, AND CITY OF LOCKPORT
FOR REIMBURSEMENT OF THE RESURFACING COST OF THE PORTION OF

FARRELL ROAD WITHIN THE TOWNSHIP ROAD DISTRICTS

Approved by City Resolution No. 22-042

This INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT (hereinafter referred to as the
“AGREEMENT?”) is entered into this day of , 2022, by and between
CITY OF LOCKPORT, an lllinois unit of local government, with its principal offices at 222 E.
o' Street, Lockport, IL 60441 (hereinafter called the "CITY") and LOCKPORT TOWNSHIP
ROAD DISTRICT, a district as constituted under the Illinois Highway Code, 605 ILCS 5/6-101,
et seq., with its principal offices at 111 South Avenue, Lockport, IL 60441, (hereinafter called
the "LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT"), and HOMER TOWNSHIP ROAD DISTRICT, a district
as constituted under the Illinois Highway Code, 605 ILCS 5/6-101, et seq., with its principal
offices at 14400 W 151st St, Homer Glen, IL 60491, (hereinafter called the "HOMER ROAD
DISTRICT") each individually referred to as “PARTY”, and collectively referred to as
“PARTIES”.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Article VII, Section 10 of the Illinois Constitution of 1970 and the
Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, 5 ILCS 220/1 et seq., authorize units of local government to
contract or otherwise associate among themselves to obtain or share services and to exercise, combine
or transfer any power or function, in any manner not prohibited by law; and,

WHEREAS, the CITY is a municipal corporation and a unit of local government within
the State of Illinois; and,

WHEREAS, the LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT is an Illinois Road District and a unit of
local government within the State of Illinois; and,

WHEREAS, the HOMER ROAD DISTRICT is an lllinois Road District and a unit of
local government within the State of Illinois; and,

WHEREAS, the PARTIES are public agencies as that term is defined in the
Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, 5 ILCS 220/1 et seq.; and,

WHEREAS, the CITY has approved resurfacing of Farrell Road, Lockport, Illinois, between
Bruce Road and 151 as part of the City’s 2022 Resurfacing Program; and,

WHEREAS, a portion of Farrell Rd. between Highland Ave. and Saddlewood Dr. is under the
jurisdiction of both Homer Township Road District and Lockport Township Road District; and,
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WHEREAS, LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT desire to
have the portion of Farrell Rd. between Highland Ave. and Saddlewood Dr., that is within their
jurisdictional control to be resurfaced as part of the City’s 2022 Resurfacing Program; and,

WHEREAS, LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT agree that
both of road districts should bear the cost of the work to resurface said portion of Farrell between
Highland Ave. and Saddlewood Dr. and not born by the City; and,

WHEREAS, the PARTIES agree that the resurfacing of Farrell Road including the between
Highland Ave. and Saddlewood Dr. improves the driving condition that benefits the public; and,

WHEREAS, LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT desire to
establish their respective responsibilities and obligations toward the improvements that will be
made as part of the scope of the Farrell Road Resurfacing Project.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained in this
AGREEMENT and other good and valuable consideration acknowledged by the PARTIES upon
execution hereof, the CITY, LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT, and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT agree
to the following:

1.0 RECITALS.

1.1  The PARTIES acknowledge that the statements and representations made
in the foregoing recitals are true and correct, and are incorporated herein as though fully set forth.

20 CITY AND PARK DISTRICT RESPONSIBILITIES.
CITY:

2.1.  Subject to the terms, conditions and provisions of this AGREEMENT, the
LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT acknowledge and agree to the
rates and terms of the CITY’s contract awarded to P.T. Ferro Construction Co. for the Farrell Road
Resurfacing Project procured through an opening bidding process in compliance with applicable
regulations and statutory provisions for the work that will be necessary for the resurfacing of
Farrell Road that includes the portion that is within the jurisdictional control by the LOCKPORT
ROAD DISTRICT, and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT. LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and
HOMER ROAD DISTRICT acknowledge and agree that the estimated cost for this portion of Farrell
Rd. within the Township Roadway Districts’ jurisdiction has been determined to be $350,000.00.

2.2. The CITY agrees to pay the actual construction costs for said portion of Farrell
Rd to P.T. Ferro Construction Co. upon the completion of the Farrell Roadway resurfacing project with
the mutual understanding and agreement that LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER
ROAD DISTRICT will reimburse the CITY $350,000.00 on a 50/50 basis, each road district owing
to and paying $175,000 for its share of said portion of the Farrell Road resurfacing.

2.3.  The CITY shall oversee the work done by the contractor pursuant to
Contract Plans and Specifications as approved by the CITY with any subsequent updates and
revisions.

2.4 The CITY shall coordinate with and keep apprised the LOCKPORT ROAD
DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT on the progress of the resurfacing of the above-stated
portion of Farrell Road.

LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT:

2.5  Subject to the terms, conditions and provisions of this AGREEMENT,
LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT, shall be responsible to allocate
or appropriate sufficient funds, each in the amount of One-hundred Seventy-five Thousand Dollars
($175,000.00) for its proportionate share in reimbursing the CITY.

2.6 Upon the completion of the Farrell Road Resurfacing Project and the
payment to the Contractor by the CITY, LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD
DISTRICT shall pay the CITY in three installments, the first two payment each being $50,000 and
the third payment being the balance of the final amount due by each Township Road District to the
CITY, but in no event shall each of the ROAD DISTRICT owe more than the one-half of the total
actual costs of resurfacing the above-stated portion of Farrell Road or the total amount of $175,000 to
the CITY, whichever amount is the lowest. The final installment payment to the CITY shall be made
on or before December 31, 2022.

2.7 LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT shall
authorize and allow the CITY, its employees and agents, and the Contractor and any
Subcontractors to do any and all construction work necessary to complete the resurfacing of the
above-referenced portion of Farrell Road for the Farrell Road Resurfacing Project as subject to the
Contract Plans and Specifications.

2.8 LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT agree to
indemnify and hold harmless the CITY, its agents and employees and the Contractor from any
liability, action, claim, judgment or award including the costs and attorney’s fees arising from this
AGREEMENT or construction, maintenance, or use of the Farrell Road resurfacing project where
such are caused by willful or wanton acts or omissions of the LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and
HOMER ROAD DISTRICT.

29 LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD DISTRICT
acknowledge and agree that nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to confer jurisdictional
control or any future obligation to maintain and provide CITY services to the above-referenced
portion of Farrell Road within the Road Districts’ jurisdictional control.

3.0 NOTICES.

3.1  Any notice required to be given by this AGREEMENT shall be deemed
sufficient if made in writing and sent by certified mail, return receipt requested, or by personal service,
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to the persons and addresses indicated below or to such other addresses as either party hereto shall
notify the other party of in writing pursuant to the provisions of this subsection:

4.0 AMENDMENTS AND MODIFICATIONS.

4.1.  This Agreement may be modified or amended from time to time provided,
however, that no such amendment or modification shall be effective and enforceable unless
reduced to writing and duly authorized and signed by the authorized representatives of the
PARTIES and approved by the governing Boards of the PARTIES.

50 SAVINGS CLAUSE.

5.1. If any provision of this Agreement, or the application of such provision,
shall be rendered or declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining parts or
portions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

6.0 CAPTIONS AND PARAGRAPH HEADINGS.

6.1. Captions and paragraph headings are for convenience only and are not a
part of this Agreement and shall not be used in construing it.

7.0 ENTIRE AGREEMENT.
7.1. This AGREEMENT sets forth all the covenants, conditions and promises
between the parties. There are no covenants, promises, agreements, conditions or understandings

between the parties, either oral or written, other than those contained in this AGREEMENT.

8.0 GOVERNING LAW.
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8.1. This AGREEMENT shall be governed by the laws of the State of Illinois
both as to interpretation and performance. Venue for any dispute related to or arising out of this
Agreement shall be the 12" Judicial Circuit, Will County, lllinois.

9.0 SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS.

9.1 The CITY, LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER ROAD
DISTRICT each bind themselves and their successors, and/or assigns to the other parties of the
AGREEMENT and to their successors, and/or assigns of such other PARTY in respect to all
covenants of this AGREEMENT. Except as set forth above, the PARTIES shall not assign, sublet
or transfer their respective interests in this AGREEMENT without the prior written consent of the
other. Nothing herein shall be construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer
or agent of the CITY, the LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT, or the HOMER ROAD DISTRICT.

10. NO DUTY TO THIRD PARTIES.

10.1 This Agreement is entered into solely for the benefit of the contracting
parties, and nothing in this Agreement is intended, either expressly or impliedly, to provide any
right or benefit of any kind whatsoever to any person and entity who is not a party to this
AGREEMENT or to acknowledge, establish or impose any legal duty to any third party. Nothing
herein shall be construed as an express and/or implied waiver of any common law and/or statutory
immunities and/or privileges of CITY and/or LOCKPORT ROAD DISTRICT and HOMER
ROAD DISTRICT and/or any of their respective officials, officers and/or employees.

11.0 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS.

11.1 CITY and the Contractor shall comply with all applicable codes, laws,
ordinances and regulations of the CITY, Will County, the State of Illinois, and the Federal
Government, including, but not limited to, OSHA, any and all applicable competitive bidding,
prevailing wage, public contracting, building, construction, environmental, civil rights, public
finances, laws, rules, regulations, codes and orders applicable to the project.

12.0 FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT.

12.1 PARTIES agree that this AGREEMENT and all documents created as a
result of its execution are subject to the Freedom of Information Act. 5 ILCS 140/1 et seq. As a
result, records related to this AGREEMENT are presumed to be open for public inspection and

copying.
13.0 COMMENCEMENT AND RENEWAL.

13.1 This Intergovernmental Agreement shall commence upon the signed
approval by all PARTIES and be in effect for the duration of the commencement of the project,
completion of the project and shall not expire until and unless the full payment obligations by both
of the Road Districts are met.

14.0 COUNTERPARTS.

14.01 This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts or duplicate
originals, each of which, taken together, shall constitute one and the same instrument. Signatures
which are delivered to either party by facsimile or other electronic transmission shall be considered
originals and are enforceable as originals.

150 AUTHORITY.
15.01 Each party represents and warrants that the individual executing this
Agreement on behalf of said party is duly authorized to execute and deliver this Agreement on
behalf of said party in accordance with the governing documents of said party, and that this
Agreement is binding upon said Party in accordance with the terms hereof.
